Banners will be awarded to the 1J, 2J, 3J and 4J schools that have the highest point totals for their category.  Certificates will be sent later  for any new records.
ENTRIES and REGISTRATION:        Regional Co-ordinators must send their  registration (preferably by Hy-Tek) to 
NO LATER THAN Fri., June 1.  Regions may send 2 entries per Individual events and 1 entry per Relay. The Region can decide how they will make up their relay teams (by school or by their 4 fastest runners)   Individual athletes may enter a maximum of 4 individual events + relays.  There will be no “fills” if one Region does not have entries in an event(s).  Regions can register alternates who will the substitute if one of their athletes cannot attend.
