2. Voting Strength:   36  (29 Administrators, 7 school reps, 4 other)
3. Business Arising from last Meeting

1. Zone President position:  Dustin Ralph is no longer teaching at Stirling School, so cannot assume the President’s role.  Vice President Trish Syme (LCI) agreed to take on the Presidency.  Darran Lorne (Winston Churchill) volunteered to fill the Vice President position.

3. GOLF: 1A/2A report – Dakoda Kuftinoff     3A/4A report – Darrell Laidlaw   Some schools had not paid their entry fee; host will be paid by the Zone and these schools will be invoiced by the Zone.
3.   CROSS-COUNTRY: Entries are completed. Darryl Smith (Eagle Butte) reported that due to fire hazards, Zones on Oct 5 has been relocated from Elkwater to Echo Dale. 
4.   VOLLEYBALL: Zone banners and medals were  picked up by hosts at this Meeting  

5.  FOOTBALL: Dave Wells picked up the Tier II – IV banners.  A second Tier III banner will be ordered for Rangeland. (South Zone has 2 Tier III reps this year)

1. SECTION XVI – CURLING  MOVED: Randy Bohnet (Willow Creek)
ADD: 4. (and change other numbers accordingly) Schools having registered players for Zone Curling are expected to participate at Provincial Curling if they qualify.  If a school chooses not to compete at Provincials, that school shall not participate at District Play-downs nor at Zones.   SECOND: Craig Patton (FP Walshe)
Ammendment: MOVED: Pat Pyne (St Mary’s) If a team withdraws after qualifying, that school is responsible for paying the Provincial entry fee for the team replacing them.  SECOND: Craig C (?)    Ammendment CARRIED

3. SECTION XIX  VOLLEYBALL    MOVED: Pat Pyne (St Mary’s)  
7. 1A VOLLEYBALL

Current:  C. The host school will have an automatic entry into the Zone Tournament.  Each Region will have 4 representatives (including the host).  Regions are responsible for seeding their 4 teams.  
Proposed:  C. The 1A Zone Tournament will be an 8-team event. The host team receives an automatic entry.  There will be 4 teams (including host) from each of the 2 Regions.  The format for playoff will be the ‘page-system’ (often used in curling).  

*The distinction between ‘seed’ and ‘rank’ needs to be clear.

1. When more than 4 teams are vying for the tournament spots, the Zone host receives an automatic berth as the #3 seed for that region in the Zone tourney. (This step is not needed for the region without the Zone host.)  
2. A full 2 weeks before the Zone tournament, the rest of the teams, in consultation with the commissioner would be ranked from 1 to the total number.  At that time, the ‘page’ playoff-system would be put in place.  

3. Teams ranked #1 and 2 would play a match, and the winner would get the #1 seed for the Region in the Zone tourney.  

4. Pairings for the rest would start at the bottom, with the lowest 2 ranked teams meeting to see who would move on to play the next highest seed until the #3 and 4 ranked teams were determined.  With no Zone-host in this Region, there are 4 teams now that can be seeded 1-4.
5. If the Zone-host is in this region, then, #3 would play #4 with the loser being eliminated.  The winner would play #2 for the 2nd seed in the Region.  The loser of this match would be seeded 4th (because the host would be seeded 3rd).  If the volleyball commissioner deemed it necessary (obvious strength of the host team), the host team could challenge the #1 seed with the opportunity to flip spots.  

The ranking of teams should consider…

1. The competitive level of the teams to be ranked
2. Each team’s season record and the quality of their competition
A weekend play-in tournament will not be used, unless unanimously decided upon.  Instead evening matches will be used.  When only 2 teams are meeting, the match will be best-of-5 sets.  When 3 or more teams meet, the matches will be best-of-3 sets.  The team ranked higher for that evening’s matches will get first opportunity to host.  Teams not cooperating to play the matches in a timely manner’ as determined by the commissioner, will be in default.
