B: Formats:

1.Four-Team Format: The four teams will be ranked with the first playing fourth and second playing third.  The two winning teams will play for the Championship.  If three teams advance to Provincials, the losing teams of the first matches will play to determine the bronze medal and the third place advancer.  All matches are best–three-of-five with the first four games (if needed) to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap and the fifth game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.



2. Five-Team Format: A one-pool Round-Robin format will be played with four teams advancing to the play-offs.  First plays fourth, second plays third and winning teams play for the Zone Championship.  All matches will be best-two-of-three games, the first two games to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The third game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  

3. Six-Team Format: A two-pool Round Robin format will be played with Pool rankings as follows: Pool A: Seed 1, 3, 5.  Pool B: Seed 2, 4, 6.  The Round Robin will seed the teams for play-offs, all teams advancing.  Quarter Finals: (1) B2 vs A3 and (2) A2 vs B3  Semi-Finals: A1 vs winner QF(1) and B1 vs winner QF(2).  The winners of the semi-finals will play for the Zone Championship.  If three teams advance to Provincials, the losing teams of the Semi-Final Matches will play to determine the bronze medal and the third place advancer.  All matches will be best-two-of-three games, the first two games to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The third game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  

4. Seven-Team Format: There will be an elimination match prior to the 3A Zone Tournament between the sixth and seventh ranked teams, to be hosted by the sixth-ranked team.  This match will be best–three-of-five with the first four games (if needed) to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap and the fifth game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The winning team advances to the Zone Tournament as the sixth-ranked team. 

5. Eight-Team Format: A two-pool Round Robin format will be played with Pool rankings as follows: Pool A: Seed 1, 3, 5, 7.  Pool B: Seed 2, 4, 6, 8.  The Round Robin will seed the teams for play-offs, three teams from each pool advancing .  Quarter Finals: (1) B2 vs A3 and (2) A2 vs B3  Semi-Finals: A1 vs winner QF(1) and B1 vs winner QF(2).  The winners of the semi-finals will play for the Zone Championship.  If three teams advance to Provincials, the losing teams of the Semi-Final Matches will play to determine the bronze medal and the third place advancer.  All matches will be best-two-of-three games, the first two games to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The third game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  

6. Nine-Team Format: There will be an elimination match prior to the 3A Zone Tournament between the eighth and ninth ranked teams, to be hosted by the eighth-ranked team.  This match will be best–three-of-five with the first four games (if needed) to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap and the fifth game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The winning team advances to the Zone Tournament as the eighth-ranked team.

7. Ten-Team Format: A two-pool Round Robin format will be played with Pool rankings as follows: Pool A: Seed 1, 3, 5, 7, 9.  Pool B: Seed 2, 4, 6, 8, 10.  The Round Robin will seed the teams for play-offs, three teams from each pool advancing .  Quarter Finals: (1) B2 vs A3 and (2) A2 vs B3  Semi-Finals: A1 vs winner QF(1) and B1 vs winner QF(2).  The winners of the semi-finals will play for the Zone Championship.  If three teams advance to Provincials, the losing teams of the Semi-Final Matches will play to determine the bronze medal and the third place advancer.  All matches will be best-two-of-three games, the first two games to 25 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.  The third game to 15 pts, win by 2 pts with no cap.
