The FALL ZONE MEETING will be held Monday, Oct 3 at Lethbridge Public School District Board Room, starting at 10:00 am, followed by a lunch at noon and the Junior High Meeting at 1:00.  All schools are encouraged to be represented.   Each school has two votes: one administrator vote (Principal, Vice-Principal or PE Department Head) and one other vote (must be a teacher). ASAA School Registration must be done on-line at www.asaa.ca. You must register your school On-Line by October 10th, using the Sept 30 school population count (gr 10 – 12). You will print a fee invoice after registering on-line.  
Send ONE cheque to me for ALL fees (ASAA, AIAAA and South Zone fees).  DO NOT send a cheque to ASAA
Also, please complete the SOUTH ZONE School Registration form – found on the Zone website.  This form is for Zone communication purposes.
REMEMBER THE ASAA ON-LINE REGISTRATION DEADLINES THROUGHOUT THE YEAR. You have a school code for this process. There is a Checklist of Important Dates on the Zone website which lists these deadlines.  They are also in the ASAA Policy Handbook, Athlete Registration. ASAA adheres strictly to deadline dates, even if they fall on a week-end or holiday.  Late registrations carry a fee of $150 per athlete, up to $500.00 per team. 
NOTE: Golf on-line registration deadline is Sep 12; XC on-line registration deadline is Oct 5.    
The LATE REGISTRATION APPEAL FORM must be completed if your school forgets to register a player or team by the registration deadline.  This form is available to down-load from the ASAA web-site (Forms and Publications) and is also in the ASAA Policy Handbook – one of the back pages.  Late fee cheque must be included.
The ASAA TRANSFER FORM needs to be completed if you have student athletes transferring to your school in grades 11 or 12.  Starting in 2011-12, ALL student transfers require a transfer form to be eligible for participation in school sport.  See the ASAA Policy Handbook for complete information regarding transfers.  If you have a transfer student, fax the form to me and to ASAA. This form is available on the ASAA web-site (Forms and Publications) and also ASAA  Policy Handbook.
The ZONE GOLF TOURNAMENT will be held at two locations this year: 3A/4A at Henderson Lake, Lethbridge on Monday, Sept 12 and 1A/2A at Crowsnest Pass G&CC on Tuesday, Sept 13.  Information and registration forms are posted on the Zone website. Teams and Individual winners will advance to Provincials, Sept 26, 27 in New Sarepta (NC Zone).  We may have wild card entries as well, depending on registration numbers.
The ZONE CROSS COUNTRY MEET will be hosted at Elkwater Provincial Park, Wed, Oct 5. Co-ordinator is Darryl Smith, Eagle Butte High.  Information and registration forms are on the Zone website.
